	So Why Recycle?

	Newcastle still produces over 100,000 tonnes of waste per year which is thrown into landfill sites in neighbouring areas!

We use 12.5 million tonnes of card and paper every year in the UK - for every 10 kilos of paper/card recycled, we save 14 kilos of CO2!
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	Contrary to some newspaper stories, recycling collected in Newcastle is going to make a variety of useful items – drainage pipes, tissues, play & park equipment.  (See page 2 for details)

	CAN YOU GIVE A GOOD HOME TO A PAPER BANK?

Abitibi Bowater want your used paper and magazines!

Recycling 1 kilo of paper saves 1.4 kilos of carbon dioxide compared to sending it to landfill. Or 1.4 tonnes of carbon dioxide CO2 is saved if you recycle 1 tonne of paper. 

If you’ve got a suitable location for a paper bank that other community groups/ organisations could use, then Abitibi Bowater would be interested in offering a service that provides a paper bank, plus the regular collection, monitoring and maintenance of it, free of charge. The paper bank comes in 2 sizes, either a 5ft deep, by 5ft wide, by 5ft high (800 KGS); or a smaller 2ft 6” deep by 5ft by 5ft size (400 KGS). The collection banks will take magazines, newspaper and office paper.

Abitibi Bowater is one of the largest recyclers and newsprint producers in the world. It wants quality recycled paper for its Ellesmere Port paper mill to be reprocessed into 100% newsprint. Contrary to the vision of recyclables being stockpiled, Abitibi Bowater are having a job getting enough supplies.

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	Cash for Aluminium Cans

Jebb Metals (Newcastle Ltd) in Walker pay £250 per tonne of Aluminium cans if you take them to their premises. They must be sorted and not include steel which they don’t currently collect.

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Can You Claim Recycling Credits for Your Recycling?

	Can You Claim Recycling Credits for Your Recycling?
Local Authorities have a power to pay recycling credits to third parties. The phrase ‘third parties’ includes charities, community groups, businesses and other organisations carrying out recycling/reuse activity. This is paid as an incentive to these groups to recycle more, and so reduce the amount of rubbish going to landfill. The current financial year recycling credit payment is £45.83 per tonne.
It will go up £8 per tonner per year. This credit is based on the savings to the authority in disposal costs which result from third parties recycling household waste.

Remember the waste for which a recycling credit is being sought must:

· be household waste

· have originated from within the boundary of the City Council area

· be recycled or reused

· have an audit trail to an approved ‘recycler’ or ‘recycling process’
For example, a charity run second hand clothes shop would sell the textiles it cannot sell on to a ‘rag man’, who will pay for the textiles and provide a receipt based on the weight taken. Copies of these receipts are then given to the council when claiming the credits.

The minimum amount that you can claim for is one tonne per annum.  Groups that have their recycling collections provided by Newcastle City Council would not be eligible. 


	Recycling Electricals - What are WEEE Regulations?
WEEE stands for Waste Electronic and Electrical Equipment, and WEEE regulations were brought in to force in July 2007 by the EU, to deal with the mountains of electrical equipment we have been throwing away each year.  In 2006 this included 900,000 computers &200,000 iPods !  The UK throws away about 1 million tonnes per year.  In most cases, this means if you buy a new piece of electrical equipment, the supplier has to take the old one back.

	Recycling Collections in the

City Centre and Ouseburn Area
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	North East Recycling Ltd operates a Recycle At Work Scheme for organisations in these areas.

They have devised a Recycle at Work scheme specifically for small organisations and businesses. As part of the Recycle at Work scheme they ask you to place the following materials in the recycling sacks or bins that they provide you with:
· White and coloured paper

· Newspapers and magazines

· Leaflets and envelopes without windows

· cardboard (if it is flattened and packed into a bundle)

You then simply stick a prepaid sticker to the bag or bundle. Collections are usually in the City Centre on a Tuesday and Thursday, so you won’t have to store waste on your premises for long. Cans and plastic bottles can also be collected if with this service, but not plastic bottles and cans on their own.

Alternatively, you can take your recyclables to them at certain times of the week, if that suits you better.

Transparent pricing

Costs are £15 per collection for a minimum of 35 bags; or on an ad hoc basis at a cost of £1.20 per bag sticker – it’s up to you.   There is an annual charge of £25 for Duty of Care Paperwork.

You can take these to YHN Housing office in Gosforth High Street (Tel 0191 277 1166) They are then donated to the North East Ambulance Service.

All cartridges are collected except for Xerox cartridges. Please place them in plastic bags, not boxes.

Mobile Phones & Printer Cartridges
